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MUSICIANS AND CRAFTSPEOPLE FROM ACROSS THE CONTINENT WILL BE AT OCTOBER 10 AND 11 FEAST OF THE HUNTERS’ MOON

Lafayette, IN -- On October 10 and 11, 2009, the forty-second Feast of the Hunters’ Moon will bring thousands of re-enactors to the banks of the Wabash River for a spectacular weekend of music, marching, military maneuvers, dancing, craft demonstrations and feasting.  

There are fiddlers from Missouri, Native American groups from Ohio and Michigan, and local fife and pipe groups that perform across the country and around the world. Performers come from as near as Tecumseh Junior High School in Lafayette  - the Tecumseh Fiddlers - to as far as from New York state - the Iroquois Dancers.

At the Feast you can learn about the voyages of Pierre Marquette from a re-enactor based in Michigan and watch jugglers from Minnesota. You can listen to traditional Native American flute music performed by Ohio-based Searching Bear Flutes or buy a silver brooch from Silver Stream Traders of Wyoming.  You can tap your feet to the dulcimer music of the Indiana band Wild Geese or purchase a handmade broom from a Utah artisan.  You can dance with the members of the Cadillac Dance Theatre from Detroit and hear the songs of the French Canadian voyageurs performed by the Northland Voyageurs who gather from Vermont, Wisconsin and Indiana. You can purchase period clothing from Spencer’s Mercantile of Canada or pottery from a Missouri craftsman.

The Feast of the Hunters’ Moon gathers all of these folk into one place for one unbelievably entertaining and educational weekend. 

Discounted tickets may be purchased locally and on-line in advance of the event. Advance adult tickets are $10 and children’s tickets, for ages 4 to 16, are $5.  A family pass which admits two adults and up to four children for a day is just $25 in advance.
